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Abstract：Cognitive radio is a promising technology for improving spectrum utilization and providing opportunities for new and advanced wireless services. Challenging research issues in cognitive radio include spectrum sensing and network security. This presentation reports recent research activities and results in cooperative spectrum sensing, classification and identification of cognitive radio terminals using machine learning algorithms, and techniques for countering malicious users and attacks. We will also discuss issues related to research methods and skills, research collaborations, research publications, citations, etc.
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
